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1. Read the content material slowly.

2. Pay careful attention to the titles, boldface print, margin notes, tables, and graphs.

3. Use mini Post-It notes to mark     sections of the text:

· I understand.  (!

· I’m a little confused.  (? 

· I do not understand.  (*
4. Vocalize to yourself (read aloud, whisper, or mouth) sentences or phrases that are difficult to understand.

5. Take notes on key concepts and formulas.  Copy examples for difficult concepts.

6. Identify and define unfamiliar key words and key phrases.

7. Use context clues to interpret specialized vocabulary.

8. Interpret words that indicate relationships between or among ideas: because, although, but, however, somehow, and, therefore, consequently…

9. Pause periodically to organize new ideas and link the ideas to your prior knowledge.

10. Write down questions about concepts you don’t understand.  Reread the sections pertaining to your questions.  If you are unable to find the answers to your questions, ask your teacher!!!
